
	WANTED MISSING SYSTEM USE CASE


	Title
	Wanted/Missing Queries for CJ Repository Inquiry and Fingerprint Processing

	Actors
	DCJS FP Systems, Criminal Justice Repository Inquiry System

	
	A request is made to the Wanted-Missing Person System for NYS Wanted and/or Missing Persons.  The Wanted-Missing Person System requests a search of the NYS Wanted and/or Missing Person files.  A search request is made to the CCHSearch System using the demographic data provided in the wanted and/or missing request. An additional inquiry request is made using the NYSID, FBI Number and SSN, if provided in the request.  Suspects resulting from the search may be screened using suspect elimination business rules in order to eliminate unlikely candidates.  The Wanted-Missing Person System then retrieves the associated Wanted and/or Missing data. Demographic data from each suspect is compared.  Wanted and/or Missing Person suspects are returned to the requestor.  Fields which caused the match are identified and returned to the requestor. This information is flagged on the Wanted section of the rapsheet and also on the Arrest Notifications.

Note: Wanted/Missing queries for the CJ Repository search are handled by the CJ Repository Search System. Suspects returned from this search are not screened to eliminate unlikely candidates. Identifying data is not flagged. See CJ Repository Search Use Case for details.



	Pre-Conditions
	The requestor will provide the Wanted-Missing Person System with the 

information required for a wanted and missing inquiry and search.

This information may include the most frequent releasable demographic data from the history which will be used to perform a wanted and missing search, and/or  the SSN, NYSID and FBI Number in order to perform a wanted and missing inquiry. Criminal History Demographic data is also searched.

* Use cases for requesting systems will provide detailed information about the request.  In this case, the Wanted/Missing System will be considered a (black box( which receives a request and returns wanted and/or missing suspects,  if any.


	Scenerios
	1) NYS Wanted/Missing Person Suspect request.  The request returns no suspects.

2) NYS Wanted/Missing Person Suspect request.   Identifying data is flagged. NYS Suspects resulting from a demographic/numeric search are returned.

Undesirable candidates are eliminated.



	Business Rules
	1) A DCJS Wanted/Missing check is done for all F/P transactions and is an    option for Criminal Justice Repository inquiries and name searches.

2)Wanted/Missing suspects may still be produced and sent to the contributor when there is no releasable history.

3) The Wanted/Missing System will request wanted and/or missing suspects using the CCH Search System. CCH demographic data will be searched if the CCH record has at least one want. The CCH demographic data may include unsuppressed demographic data from the history, for example, the most frequent name, sex, date of birth and SSN. Data is retrieved via the CCH Search system.

4) Wanted/Missing suspects with a score of 70 or above are returned from the CCH Search System.

5) Undesirable candidates will be eliminated pursuant to suspect screening rules. See Suspect Screening Business Rules. 

6) Data that matches information from the request will be identified as such.

Suspect Screening Business Rules:

1) Eliminate Cancelled Wanted

2) Return all suspects that have an exact match on NYSID.  Eliminate all suspects that do not match on NYSID.  If NYSID is blank then continue with FBI number check.

3) Return all suspects that have an exact match on FBI number in the history or the Fingerprint transaction.  Eliminate all suspects that do not match on the FBI number from the fingerprint transaction or the FBI number in the history.   If FBI number is blank then continue with SSN/DOB check.

	Business Rules cont(d
	4) Return all suspects that have an exact match on SSN.    If the suspects(s SSN does not match or there is no SSN,  then compare the Date of Birth.  Eliminate suspects with no match on SSN and a Date of birth discrepancy of over 5 years between the transaction and the Wanted Entry. If there is no SSN or DOB then eliminate the suspect.

5) If the fingerprint transaction was a nonident, eliminate wanted suspects which contain a NYSID.
